q. I have an image on my hard drive that I would like to post. How can I post it to a message board? 


a. First of all, you'll need to find a place on the internet to store the image. Most likely, you have space available where your website is hosted.Of course we can ask Dave to post some pics(email him the pics first) on the gallery or we can upload them to the file archive ourselves. 


q. How can I post an image with my message? 


a. To post an image, you'll need to enter the full URL of the message in the "Optional Image URL" box. An example of a full URL is http://cynosure.homedns.org/proflex/gallery/images/DaveOzNew.jpg. 


q. What if there isn't an "Optional Image URL" box? Is there another way to post an image? 


a. Our site does allow HTML on the board,within the main message window.You can use HTML code to post your image. An example of this is <img src=http://cynosure.homedns.org/proflex/gallery/images/DaveOzNew.jpg>. 


q. I've posted an image correctly, but it is STILL now showing up. What's going on? 


Unfortunately, many free webspace hosts do not allow you to remotely link to their images. The image may be showing up the first few times you visit your board after you add them, just because it is stored in your browser's cache. If you want the image to display correctly, you'll need to find another place to store your images. 





q. How Do I create a link


<A href="http://cynosure.homedns.org/proflex/forum/">Proflex Forum</A> will create a link Proflex Forum to our forum and similarly<A href="http://k2bikes.com/">Click here for K2</A> will create a link to K2 (cycles) webpage called Click here for K2.You can incorparate these links into a sentence.For example you could say.Check out this <A href="http://k2bikes.com/"> link</A> for some K2 mountain bikes,and the sentence would look like"Check out this link for some K2 mountain bikes"


The actual address of the web page can be copied from the address bar at he top of your browser window,and often a right mouse click will reveal a "copy shortcut" option or you can click on properties(again after right clicking on a link or an image)and copy the address from the resulting information





Email Link


An e-mail link is just like a normal link, but the URL is different. A URL to send an e-mail looks like: 


Mailto:user@address.com. 


Thus, a link to send mail looks something like this:

Fancy Stuff 


We can create a link to a webpage or forum message or picture by clicking on an image too.


An example say a picture of a K2 evo as a link to our forum page.Working from scratch say lets go to the k2  site and use one of their images(remember the image has to "live" on the net somewhere,preerably of a "public" website cos sometimes pictures from free picture posting sites dont work(see above).Ok we go to the k2  site and decide to use the bumpy  monkey image as a link to our forum.If you click the link to the bumpy monkey an image emerges and if we right click on that image we get a dialog box.In this case we get a copy shortcut  and properties option.This is because this image is a link to a larger image of the bumpy monkey.We dont want the large image so we click on properties and highlight and copy the address of the image ie


http://k2bikes.com/images/bikes/bumpy_monkey_sm.jpg


now we can incorporate this as our link by typing(this is where copy and paste of urls of sites and images is very handy!!!)
